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and appreciation for the complexities involved in the military's
activities in Somalia."

"T'hey basically kind of strip off the layers," admits MacKay.
"Instead of creating a sensitive ‘I'm the hero who's going off to East
Africa~ there's the fact that | knew nothing about the country, its
politics or even the military.”

Somalia Yellow, which will tour to Prague, Glasgow, Berlin and
Budapest this fall, also provides an unsettling look at contemporary
Canadian military involvement, says Brooker.

The Canadian Army is still doing things elsewhere. And this does
not have a stale date on it. "This is still about ourselves as citizens,
what we expect from our military, what we hope from our military
and what we hope for and wish from our artists.”

"Somalia Yellow also talks about the unlikely correspondences
between being a soldier and being an artist you think they're totally

opposite, that they're not related.

"But, in fact, they are."
